	Rolling schedule
	All private wells
	
	Develop a 5-year rolling inspection schedule. Sequence inspections by testing history → age → depth.

	Testing history
	Recent positive result (≤12 months)
	Highest
	Schedule early in the 5-year cycle.

	
	Intermittent issues (past 3 years)
	Medium-high
	Inspect ahead of “clean” wells.

	
	Clean record (≥3 years with no issues)
	Lower
	Maintain 5-year schedule unless other triggers occur.

	Age of well
	≥25 years (old)
	Higher
	Schedule before mid-age or new wells.

	
	15–24 years (mid-age)
	Medium
	

	
	<15 years (newer wells)
	Lower
	

	Depth of well
	Shallow (<150 ft)
	Higher
	Start with shallowest wells

	
	Medium (150–500 ft)
	Medium
	

	
	Deep (>500 ft)
	Lower
	

	Reassessment triggers
	Major repair or significant maintenance (e.g., pump or causing replacement)
	
	Reassess immediately following the major repair/maintenance, regardless of last inspection date.
